ELIGIBILITY
1. Queen Contestants shall have reached the age of 19 and shall not have reached the age of 24 years as of December 1st of the year preceding competition (12/1/07), and must supply a birth certificate photocopy.  A copy is required for entry into the Miss Rodeo America Pageant.  Teen contestants shall have reached the age of 14 and shall not have reached the age of 19 as of December 1st of the year preceding competition.

2. Contestants must have obtained a high school diploma or equivalent of high school education.  (Queen contestants only)

3. Contestants must be legal residents of Montana, have lived in the state for at least one year, as of January 1st of the year of competition. Queen contestants must hold a current voter's card and driver’s license.

4. Contestants must be single, must never have been married or pregnant, and must agree to remain so for the duration of her reign in the event that she wins.

5. Contestants must never have been charged and/or determined to have committed any crime of moral turpitude, convicted of any offense, (other than minor traffic offenses)  nor have had a title removed for any reason.

6. Contestants must grant permission to the MRM Pageant to verify any and all information contained on the official pageant application and supporting documents.

7. Contestants must have a western wardrobe for all Pageant functions.

8. Contestant's application packet, due on or before October 15, 2007, must include:

9. Application pictures must be as follows:  TWO 8 x 10 color head and shoulders (vertical) (both the same), and 8 wallet sized black and whites.  They can all be the same photo.  IMPORTANT:  If there are copyright labels or stamps on the back of your pictures, you need written permission from  your photographer for MRMI to use your photos for publicity; you need to include this with your  application. Titleholders may use their official photos.  You must wear western attire including cowboy hat.
10. Contestants must agree to abide by these and all other Pageant and Miss Rodeo Montana Inc. rules, recognizing the possibility of disqualification for infractions thereof.

11. The Pageant winners must have a horse available to her for her year of reign if needed.  She must also have reliable transportation, adequate liability insurance and medical insurance.  She must be able to travel throughout the state.  (Limited travel for MTRM)

12. MRM and MTRM must be willing to sign an agreement for her year of reign and abide by its rules.  

13. Contestants must understand that, in the event of winning the contest, MRM will work closely with Miss Rodeo Montana, Inc. & the National Director, and that fundraising is a necessary part of the title.

14. Absolutely NO refunds for entry fees OR program ads after October 15th entry deadline.

15. Contestants must have executed all consents and/or waivers of liability presented as conditions precedent to competition.

Miss Rodeo Montana, Inc. reserves the right to refuse a candidate’s application.

Contestants must not have held a State Title of any other national pageant.

Loss of Title and Benefits:  Subsequent to the Miss Rodeo Montana Pageant, any person being awarded the title of Miss Rodeo Montana and/or otherwise becoming the successor thereto, shall not;

Not be or have been previously married and/or pregnant,

Be charged with and/or determined to have committed any crime of moral turpitude,

Compete in and otherwise participate in any other beauty and/or talent contest, pageant and/or activity,

Solicit, negotiate, or contract with any third person for appearance photographs, interviews, sponsorships and/or endorsements during the year of her reign.  Have taken any actions, which in the good faith determination of the board of MRMI, will or is reasonably likely to cause harm or damage to the goodwill or reputation of MRM.

Violate any provisions of the participation agreement, MRM agreement,  or pageant rules and regulations.

Upon the occurrence of any of the above events, the title of Miss Rodeo Montana together with any and all benefits derived by such person, shall be forfeited.
